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Any sophomore student seeking a degree or certificate from WVC for Spring 2009 or Summer 2009 MUST 
complete a graduation application. Students should pick up their applications in the Student Service Office and 
should complete forms to order caps and gowns if they are planning to attend the graduation ceremony. The fee 
is $30 for the first degree and $10 for each additional degree or certificate. Next, complete the application as 
indicated and obtain in your advisorôs review and signature. After this is done, make an appointment with Sara 
Newkirk in the Student Services Office to meet with an Academic Advisor. 
Payment will be accepted along with your graduation application in the Business Office only after these steps 
have been completed. Student should complete this process as soon as possible. This will help ensure that as a 
graduating student, you will know what remaining requirements must be fulfilled in order to be eligible for 
graduation. 
Students currently receiving agency assistance that will pay for graduation fees will be allowed to submit their 
completed forms to the Business Office indicating the fees are being charged to those paying agencies. 
Graduating students will also be required to complete an on-line general education assessment through 
ENTRATA. If you do not have an ENTRATA account, contact the Student Services Office. After the 
completion of the assessment, you will print off a page that indicates you have successfully submitted the 
assessment. 
You must bring this page with you, along with the graduation application, to your evaluation appointment. The 
Academic Advisor will then verify completion.
