game winning streak, second longest in school history. 

And the final goal - to win the Region 24 Championship - 

came Sunday. 

It marked the third time a Lady Warriors team has won 

three games in the Loserôs Bracket to claim the title. The 

last time it happened was in 2002, and the WVC team 

finished 13th at the National Tournament that year. 

In other National Tournaments, Lady Warriors teams 

have finished Fourth twice, Fifth, Sixth, Ninth, 10th and 

13th. The 2005 team, which finished Fourth, had a 50-5 

record, with the most wins by any WVC softball team. 

Three other teams have won 47 games. The 2006 team 

was 47-6, but lost to Lake Land in the Region 24 Cham-

pionship. The 2002 team finished 47-9, and the 1997 

team finished at 47-15. The 2004 team finished 46-9 and 

Sixth at the National Tournament. 

GOOD LUCK LADY WARRIORS!!  

The team is 46-3 and ranked Seventh in the final NJCAA poll. It 

came through the Loserôs Bracket and won three games Sunday, two of 

them from rival Lake Land College, to take the Region 24 Champion-

ship at Rend Lake College. It is WVCôs ninth Region 24 Championship. 

It was an exciting Sunday for the Lady Warriors and their fans. 

The team now advances to the NJCAA National Tournament, scheduled 

for May 15-17 in Plant City, Fla., for the sixth time in the last nine sea-

sons, and their eighth overall. The last trip to the National Tournament 

came in 2005 when the team finished Fourth, matching the finish of the 

1985 team. The tournament is a double-elimination event, and the pair-

ings will be announced later this week.  

And how about Coach Paul Schnarre? He is in his 26th season as the 

Lady Warriors coach. This year marked a special event in his career - 

his 900th win which came as WVC swept a double-header from Olney 

Central. Schnarre has gone on to claim 29 more wins and now stands at 

929 on the season, the most for an active coach in junior college fast 

pitch softball.  

ñI am really proud of this team,ò he said. ñThe players have worked so 

hard all year and have accomplished all the goals we set in the fall.ò 

Those goals included having a good spring trip to Florida, and the team 

did that by returning with an 11-1 record. It also won the Great Rivers 

Athletic Conference Championship with a 27-1 mark, and the title 

marked the ninth straight. The players also wanted to be ranked nation-

ally, and they were the last few weeks of the season. They wanted to 

win 40 games, or more, and they have. The ladies also posted a 33-
